CAROL DELSMAN

Carol Delsman has been involved

in the livestock industry her entire
life. She grow up on the family farm
where working with cattle was a daily
occurrence.

Her marriage to Tim, brought
about the development of “Shady-
brook Farms” which was mostly a
cattle and horse operation.

In the early 1980's, it became ap-
parent to the couple that dogs were
a necessary tool in their day to day
chores. After much research, it was
decided the Australian Cattle dog
was the best dog for the job.

With a degree in Education an a
background in training horses, Carol
decided she needed help in how best
to train their new “employee”.

The search was long and some-
times bumpy and in the end, Carol
and Tim decided to open their own
training facility which grew to about
50 clients a week and up to 12 events
a year in the different herding ven-
ues. Inthe beginning they brought in
guest trainers but after a short time,
Carol became the primary instructor.

As Caraol's skills improved, she
began traveling the country and
Canada helping people with "upright
breeds”. Instead of training “courses’,
Carol trained dogs skills and often
times students were asked to take

250 head of sheep through foot-
baths, trailer loading or other day to
day tasks.

In her career as a trainer and
judge, Carol has titled over 30 dogs
of all breeds but the Australian Cattle
Dog is still her favorite.

In the late 1990s, Carol expanded
here resume by speaking to judge
and breeder groups about form and
function of the herding breeds. Bring-
ing her livestock and instruction skills
to the podium, Carol was able to link
the two worlds.

The crowning glory of this en-
deavor was two Advanced herding In-
stitutes sponsored by the American
Kennel Club where Breed judges were

brought to the working corrals and
were able to see the connection of a
breed standard to what jobs a breed
was developed to do.

It was during this time, that Carol
Joined the Staff of the American
Kennel Club. Since 2000, Carol has
overseen the Herding Program by
training judges, overseeing events
and helping clubs put on event. This
includes about 40-45 weekends
away from her home in Baker City,
Oregon.
